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Just a reminder:  You will find all staff from the association office relocated to the Community Center on Rolling

This is for the beach, parks or event 

rooms.  There are requirements. Contact the association office for details.  Guest cards have a blue banner at the 

bottom of the card.  Member ID cards with your picture has a green band on the card.  

 

Tenants must apply and be approved for membership.  It is time to apply again for the new fiscal year.  This 

membership is valid November 1 through October 31 each year.  Tenants must apply each year to renew.
